(b) Management Committee be smaller in order to attend to the ongoing tasks and matters
of emergency.

Energy at every conference different from year to year.

Is there a need to structure future conferences to include the functions presently addressed by the Committee of Management?

Management Committee provides material for the Conference to work with as a whole.

Management to meet at the end of the conference to pick up issues and determine process.

AGM is long and frustrating, too much to manage in one day.

Proposed that AGM be held at the commencement of the Conference with the formal presentation of reports.  The meeting then go into a committee stage.  The formal passing of motions and recommendations arising during the Conference, the election of Office Bearers and any other matters  would take place when the AGM resumes at the end of the Conference.

This would allow the Conference to work on issues raised during its life, and for them to brought back formally at the conclusion of the conference.  Management Committee to meet at the conclusion of the Conference to take up issues and prepare for the ongoing action of the year.

The raising of issues of importance to a State Body, at the Management Committee, is the responsibility of the Satate Body concerned  It is the State Body that has the energy for the issues.

The following recommendations were made.

· To rename the Management Committee as Consultative Committee, with management becoming the task of the conference.  The Executive Committee takes responsibility for the ongoing life of the Association.
